(6) Prior to entering the RNA, the master, pilot or oper-
ator of each vessel, 300 gross tons or greater and tugs with
tows, shall ensure that they have sufficient propulsion and
directional control to safely navigate the area under the
prevailing conditions, and shall notify VTSNY as to their
decision regarding the employment of assist tugs while
transiting the RNA.

(7) Hawser or wire length must not exceed 100 feet,
measured from the towing bit on the tug to the point where
the hawser or wire connects with the towed vessel or
barge, for any vessel with another vessel/barge in tow.

(8) Waiver. The Captain of the Port, New York may,
upon request, authorize a deviation from any regulation in
this section if it is found that the proposed operations can
be done safely. An application for deviation must be
received not less than 24 hours before the intended opera-
tion and must state the need and describe the proposal.
